The Monastic Ranks

The Orientalmonastic tradition has four classical ranks that apply equally to men arahtenw The first step
% that of novice, which in chah terminology is called the rank of obedience. At this first stage the candidate f
monastic profession simplives in the monastery under the direction of a spiritual father or mother.

The second sfeis that of riasdbearer, which means that the perss more formally accepted into the
community, and is given the right to wear the monastic robe, calledattee At this stage the candidate is not yet
fully committed to the monastic life.

The thirdrank is that of the small schema which means thapéson is a professed monastic. He or she now
receives a new name and wears the monastic schema (a clotthevilgn of the cross), the veil and the mantle
(mantia). At this stage the person pledgesdmain in the monastic community in perpetual obredi to the
spiritual leader and to the head of the monastery, called the abbot or abbess (igoumenos oralgothmeservice
of profession, in addition to the hymns and prayers, includes a long sériesmal questioning about the
authenticity of thecalling, the tonsuring (i.e., the cutting of the hair), and the vesting in the full monastic clothing.

The final rank of the monastic order is that of the great schema. This last step is reservedféw &nce it is
the expression of the most striabsrvance of the monastic ideals, demanding normally a state of life in tot
seclusion in perpetual prayand contemplation. With this final profession a new name is again received, and a n
monastidnsigniad the great schendais worn.

In the Orientaltradtion there is no prescribed length of time that a person must remain in one or another of
monastic anks. This is so because of the radically personal character of the vocation. Thus, sonserpayson
progress rapidly to profession, while othersynteke years, and still others may never be formally professed whil
still remaining within the monastic canunity. The decision in these matters is made individually in each case |
the spiritual direar and the head of the community.
